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I.  To provide good calibration of instruments
Definition of good calibration:
“provide ability to utilise Poisson statistics in data”

II. To discourage publication of wrong science results
Remaining open question: 
how can this be achieved?

Goals of calibration management
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● Calibration should be based on physical model of instrument,
which is verified and refined during calibration campaign

● Set up proper archive for calibration data (currently FITS format)
right from the beginning

● Provide list of targets and their spectral parameters for 
   in flight cal

- extent energy range to 0.1 – 100 keV
